· For manuscripts submitted, APA requires the form illustrated here (with the first line flushed left and subsequent entries indented). *as shown above

· Capitalize only the first word of an article title and of the subtitle, if any, and any proper names. On the references page, do not underline the title of an article or place quotation marks around it. 

· Capitalize significant words in the title of a journal. Underline journal titles. 

· Capitalize only the first significant word and only proper names within book titles. Capitalize the first significant word of the subtitle, if any. Underline book titles. 

· Because personal communications (letters, memos, telephone conversations, interviews) do not provide recoverable data, they are not included in the reference list. Cite personal communications in text only. Example: (K. W. Schaie, personal communication, September 28, 1993)

* however,  for research study you would still include the interview in your reference to show that you have fulfilled the oral source requirement.

Guide for Citing Electronic Information

Based on Electronic Style: A Guide for Citing Electronic Information, by Li, X. & Crane, N. (1993).

Some general rules:

     The date provided in electronic information is not necessarily the original date of publication for the resource. The date may be when it was added to the database.  The goal of the citation is to allow the information to be retrieved again. Keep this in mind. Check to make sure that the information you provide will allow a repeat of your work. Punctuation and capitalization, especially in the "electronic address" of the resource, should appear just as it is used in the database. 

Basic Form (book):

Author. (date). Title (edition), [Type of medium]. Available: give information [INDENT SUBSEQUENT LINES] sufficient for retrieval of book from supplier.
